Program change at Bucharest Jazz Festival 2014
Lee Konitz has cancelled his concert 

The famous Dave Douglas Riverside Quartet is replacing him on stage
Lee Konitz, the legendary 86 years old saxophonist, informed us the other night that some health problems force him cancel his concert on the Bucharest Jazz Festival stage on the 4th of July, in George Enescu Square. 
He will be replaced by the famous trumpet player Dave Douglas who will perform an exquisite premiere in Romania, together with his Riverside Quartet, starting with 9.30 p.m.
Dave Douglas Riverside Quartet
Riverside puts a contemporary stamp on small group improvisation while evoking the dynamic ensembles led by clarinetist Jimmy Giuffre. The quartet is co-led by Dave Douglas, trumpet, and Chet Doxas, clarinet and tenor saxophone, with a rhythm section comprised of Steve Swallow, bass (a former member of Giuffre's celebrated trio) and Jim Doxas, drums. Riverside blends a love for improvised music, bluegrass, sacred hymns and Appalachian music to create an aesthetic rooted in Americana and jazz.
The group’s album came out on Greenleave Records in April 2014.

Dave Douglas (trumpet)

Dubbed “the unassuming king of independent jazz” by DownBeat Magazine, Dave Douglas is a prolific trumpeter, composer and educator from New York City, whose 

unique contributions to improvised music have garnered distinguished recognition, including a Guggenheim Fellowship, an Aaron Copland award and two Grammy nominations.

Chet Doxas (saxophone) 

A main collaborator in Riverside, Canadian saxophonist Chet Doxas has led a career of great variety – from touring with Canadian pop and folk singers Sam Roberts and Rufus Wainwright to leading bands with Canada’s leading jazz players such as Oliver Jones and Guido Basso, as well as with American jazz stars Maria Schneider, Joe Lovano, Jason Moran, and Bill Stewart. Similar to Douglas, Chet Doxas shares a love and great admiration for Giuffre’s work. 

Jim Doxas (drums)

One of the most remakable and representative jazzmen of Canada’s new generation, drummer Jim Doxas is a complete musician who never ceases to amaze us with his assurance and technical mastery.

Steve Swallow (bass)

A significant jazz composer, Steve Swallow has had a notably wide-ranging career, that went on to become one of jazz's first, and most influential, electric bassists. While playing, his tone is strong and articulate, and his arpeggios and melodic passages can move with the speed of helicopter blades. A prolific composer, he has forged close and enduring collaborations with vibraphonist Gary Burton and Carla Bley.

Bucharest Jazz Festival will take place between the 2th and 6th of July, in George Enescu Square. The novelty of its 3rd edition relies in the jazz related exhibitions at Gabroveni Inn that is going to be the future headquarter of ARCUB – The Cultural Center of the City of Bucharest
