Bucharest Jazz Festival 2014

Jazz Sounds through Raindrops and Umbrellas
Last night, despite the capricious weather, Bucharest Jazz Festival went on with the second day of live concerts, applauded by the melomaniac public. Those who did not surrender to rain decided to gather in George Enescu Square so that they should be pleasantly surprised by the remarkable performance of trumpeter Emil Bîzgă’s quartet. Together with his group, the musician, who’s been living in New York for the last ten years, launched the Acacia Flower album, a musical brace over the new generation of jazz and cosmopolitan reinterpretations of classical Romanian folk themes.

The second moment of the night was highlighted by the Mike Krstić Trio featuring Johnny Bota & Ioan Minda and their recital of a refined musicality, in a chamber style and swing tonalities. At nightfall, the public began to gather more and more, just in time to welcome the international highlight of the night, Julia Hülsmann Quartet, a defining group for the German contemporary jazz of the last 17 years.

Those who couldn’t make it to attend the events in the George Enescu Square were able to follow the concerts through our YouTube live broadcast.

Yesterday, July 3rd, Hanul Gabroveni hosted the special event called Romanian Jazz Book, a premiere of its kind, dedicated to the launches of the 12 newest Romanian titles in the realm. The debates exceeded over two hours of idea exchanges, and they became an interactive dialogue between a large number of people and the authors of the books, that is Mircea Tiberian, Johnny Bota, Virgil Mihaiu, Florian Lungu and Alex Vasiliu. The dialogue session was moderated by the festival curator, the pianist Lucian Ban.

The special events series continued today with a new premiere focused on the Romanian Jazz Disc, through a showcase and a debate attended by members of mass media, some music industry representatives and music aficionados. The talks were held by representatives of Fiver House Records, A&A records, Soft Records, Green Records and 7Dreams Records.

Concerts will continue in the George Enescu Square tonight and throughout the weekend with recitals held by long awaited names of international acclaim, like Carmen Lundy, Dave Douglas Riverside Quartet or John Scofield, as well as some of the most representative Romanian jazz groups: Ana-Cristina Leonte Quintet, Romanian Jazz Collective with Sorin Romanescu and Alex Simu Quartet. 

The Jazz on Film series continues on Saturday, July 5th, with documentaries of the TVR archives, dedicated to The Sibiu Jazz Miracle and the personality of Richard Oschanitzky, a key figure of Romanian jazz. On Sunday, July 6th, ARCUB in partnership with The Polish Institute Bucharest will present the multiple awarded documentary “Love / Miłość“, covering the Yass ideological artistic movement of the ’90s.

At the same time, those who haven’t managed to visit the Polish Jazz Poster Exhibition yet, will have the chance to enjoy it today, as well as throughout the weekend, between 12:00 PM and 4:00 PM, at Hanul Gabroveni, and thereafter at ARCUB, on 14 Batiște Street, from July 8th to August 31st, according to the same schedule.

Throughout the festival, the George Enescu Square hosts the Jazz Made in Romania stand, which is exclusively dedicated to the music labels and publishers that promote local jazz titles.
